1.4. Goal Setting for Bi-Town Committee-
Streeter reviewed that last year Wilmington and Dover’s goal was to connect Dover and Wilmington’s trails. Streeter proposed that this year’s goal be to create a Business/Residence Development packet. This would be created as a handout. Murphy stated that they should be split up into two separate packets, as the residence won’t need the business info. Streeter will bring this to the Bi-Town December meeting.

2.1 Approve Minutes-
 Chapman moved to approve the minutes of November 6, 2013, White second.  All    in favor.

3.10 Town Manager Updates- 
· Katelyn from VT Digital Economy will be joining us tomorrow night at the Town Meeting room, to celebrate the new Town website, and the new Wi-Fi Zone
· Killington has sent a letter proposing, if Wilmington is going send a letter to the Commissioner of Economic Development, that they include Killington in the letter. Murphy will draft the letter for the Board to review. 

4.8 Correspondence- 
Murphy relayed to the Board that he has spoken with Mary Towne and she is 
doing OK. She has received the flowers and card that the Town sent her and she is anxious to           recover.

5. Public Hearing- Streeter called the Public Hearing to Order at 6:15 pm
· Grinold commented on a few items in Article III regarding Landscaping and parking, and how vague it all seems to be.
· Steel commented on Article III Standards, Article II, 233 Biii-structures, conforming and non-conforming, and some definitions in Appendix I.
· Osler commented that the DRB has reviewed Steel’s comments and they agree with a lot of them.
· R. Snedeker commented on the Commercial District and that he had previously  mentioned pushing the Commercial District on Haystack Rd to include the Highway Garage and power company.
· Via letter Streeter read two comments by citizens regarding the Rt 100S zoning changes.
· Streeter commented that as a real estate agent, she will be abstaining from voting on the map portion, as she has listings in the area.
· Matthews and R Snedeker urge the Board to move forward , while Grinold and Steel urge the Board to move forward when they feel all has been done correctly.
· Schindell pointed out that in Article II it specifies 4 districts, but there are 6 on the map. 
Streeter closed the hearing at 7pm.

6. Select Board to Possibly vote on Zoning Amendments- 
The Select Board has the ability to make changes without going to the voters. If the Ordinances are adopted tonight, there is a 21 day pending period before they take effect. 
White asked if approving them as they are and amending them later to help move the process along is possible. Streeter replied-simple typos can be done without doing a legal notice. The bigger changes would have to be re-warned, and hopefully the Planning Commission would weigh-in on the proposed changes. 
Burke commented that the document is well put together; it needs some tweaking , but it is not written in concrete.
Schindel inquired what the 21 days was for. Murphy-it is 21 days before it goes into effect, in that time citizens could petition the decision. They would need 5% of the voters to support the petition to stop the process.  
Grinold- What happens if the petition gets the 5% votes? Haughwout responded-it then goes to a yes/no vote. If the votes favor “no” then the process starts from the beginning again. Haughwout suggested adopting the Ordinances “as is”. There is still work to be done on them, and hopefully suggestions will be sent to the Planning Commission quickly so another hearing can be warned and big changes can be made soon.

Burke made a motion to adopt Article II, White second. All in favor.
Chapman made a motion to adopt Article III, Burke second. All in favor.
White made a motion to adopt Appendix I, Burke second. All in favor.
Haughwout made a motion to adopt the map, Chapman second. White, Burke, Chapman, Haughwout in favor. Streeter abstained.

7. Steve Geller, representing SEVCA, to meet with Board regarding the increase in funding requested. SEVCA helped 50 households in Wilmington last year. The funds from taxpayers is flexible, where-as the majority of their budget is heavily restricted.

8.7 F/Y 2015 Budget Discussions-
Board inquired if they are still waiting to hear from any other departments. Burke stated that the Cemetery Commission is meeting Thursday night and he will get back to the Board.
The Select Board is meeting again on Tuesday December 3rd at 5:30pm and at their regular meeting time Wednesday December 4th at 6 pm.

9. Other Business-
Chapman commented on Wilmington Works-Roll Out the Barrels is December 6, 2013 between 6 & 8pm. 
Haughwout wanted to comment that her assistant at the Town Clerk’s Office, Pat Johnson, has been doing a great job while she has been out, and she is very appreciative to have such a great assistant.

Streeter moved to go into Executive Session to discuss contracts and personnel issues at 7:40pm.
